General control 

measures include: 

- Code of Conduct explaining the transport procedures 

will be sent to pupils in advance of their travel. 

- Face coverings will be worn by all pupils, year 7 and 

above (unless there is a medical/disability reason not 

to) when using the School’s own or third party 

transport– includes coaches, minibuses and taxis. 

- Driver and escort (if applicable) to wear face masks. 

- Vehicle ventilation systems will be used alongside 

opening windows and ceiling vents where practicable.  

- Records kept of the driver and pupils on board for 

each journey, to aid with NHS Test and Trace.  

- Risk Assessments have been obtained from all 

transport companies to quality assure their controls. 

- For Airport transfers, where possible, pupils will only 
share vehicles if they have travelled on the same 
flight. If an emergency situation, pupils in the same 
situation e.g. travel quarantine or early returners, may 
share transport if there is space.
